This is an impressive the famous physician of Blagoveshchensk, collector Evgeny
collection of about 200 pyshkaryov. The collection of paintings was called “Pushkary-
thlzzr,lgs by Amur ovka” first as a joke — by analogy with the Tretyakovka (State
Tretyakov Gallery), then the name took root.
Evgeny Vladimirovich's collection contains works of the most
famous Amur artists: Vasily Semenikhin, Valentina Zhukova,
Valery Zakharchuk, Elena Tyrkova, etc. There are at least
30 names of masters, including modern ones.The collection
was presented on November 11, 2020. Paintings will be
exhibited in museums, libraries, showrooms and other institu-
tions of Blagoveshchensk.
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
